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A Journey to Easter: For Families with Young Children

The Season of Lent is the Journey to Easter. lsent i
a time to reflect on how much God loves us. During
Lent we are encouraged to explore the gift of quiet
During Lent we take time to think about our rela-
tionship with God. We work at deepening our under-
standing of who God intends us to be.

The liturgical color for Lent is purple which synibo
izes royalty.

The Season of Lent begins with Ash Wednesday, 6
weeks before Easter. Ash Wednesday falls
on February 17 in 2010. Our service is at
6:45 p.m. Traditionally, palm branches that
were used in last year’s Palm Sunday ser-
vices are burned down to ashes and saved.
At this year's Ash Wednesday services,

these ashes will be mixed with a little oil andrthe

used to mark a cross on the forehead of believers.

THE JOURNEY TO EASTER

With your children, create a special place to hold
Lenten worship services. This may simply mean
adding some sacred objects to the table
where you gather for meals. It may mean
creating a special worship center in a cor
ner of your living room. Consider includ-
ing a candle (especially purchased or ma
for your Lenten services), a Bible, a cros
something to symbolize the coming of n
life such as a small budding plant. The i
portant thing is to create a space that is
comfortable and relaxed for everyone. Be sure you
are close enough to join hands during times of
prayer.
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Keep your worship services brief and simple. Follow
the same order each time. Remember that young
children love repetition and ritual. You may wamt t
gather for worship every day or just once a week.
Include children in deciding what works best for
your family.

Suggested Order of Worship

Gathering -Light a candle. Lighting a candle re-
minds us that God is always with us, no matter
where we are. Sing a song or listen to some music.
Read a verse or two of one of the Psalms. Invite
members of the family to share what is going on in
their lives. Pray a short prayer that simply thanks

God for being present and that lifts up shared con-
cerns, problems and joys.

Exploring Scripture -(Scripture suggestions are
listed below.) Depending on the ages of your
children, you might consider using a Children’s Bi-
ble or a Bible story picture book. The Internationa
Children’s Story Bible, illustrated by children fro
around the world is recommended. It is available
from most Christian bookstores or you can order
from Cokesbury or Amazon.

Your time of exploring the scriptures might go

something like this:
-Choose a passage of scripture ahead-of-time.
You may want to pick just a few verses or you
may want to lift up several different passages.
Scriptures, such as those describing the events of
Holy Week and Easter Sunday Morning, lend
themselves to being acted out.
Encourage everyone to be silent for a few mo-
ments to think about the scriptures.
Present the scripture again. If you acted it bat t
first time, this time just read it. If you read it
from a Bible storybook first, read it from the Bi-
ble the second time.
After another few moments of silence, ask fam-
ily members what thoughts they have to share.
Ask guestions that are open ended, such as, “I
wonder what Jesus meant when he said . . .” or
“l wonder what you like best about this story.”
There is a lot of mystery in our Christian faith
and it is O.K. if you don’t know answers to all of
your children’s questions. Sometimes it is appro-
priate to simply say, “I wonder about that too.”
As a family, you could go on fact finding adven-
tures. Public libraries and perhaps your church
library will have Bible dictionaries, maps, con-
cordances and commentaries. These resources
provide word definitions, historical contexts, and
explanations of scripture passages. However,
during your services of worship, encourage each
other to concentrate on opening one’s self to the
words in the scriptures— imagining the story and
wondering what special message might be there
for each member of your family.

Closing -Take turns saying a closing prayer or use
the same prayer each week such as the “Lord’s
Prayer” or read a Psalm.
