A water purification system, with pipes, filters and 
pumps that was brought from freezing cold Norway 
to burning hot Haiti, is providing 10,000 homeless 
Haitians with crystal clear drinking water. The ACT 
Alliance has brought in specialist water and sanita-
tion facilities, desperately needed in earthquake-hit 
Haiti. The "water factory" is based in the Belair 

neighborhood of Port-au-Prince. 
The water coming from these 
taps is the first clean water these 
people have had since the earth-
quake. 
 

 ACT is a partner of Week of 
Compassion who helps to fund its projects.  While 
this is a great help, the need is so much greater.  Plan 
now to participate in H2O in April.  Look for de-
tailed information in the next newsletter.
