FRIENDLY FINANCIAL FINDINGS 
 

Years ago, decision makers agreed there ought to be a 
church on our corner - 40th and North Western.  None 
of those people are around now, yet we confirm their 
decision by showing up on Sundays, by addressing the 
many needs that come to our attention, and by providing 
Christian support to our community and to each other.  
What we have been able to accomplish speaks well for 
us as a congregation and for our leadership.  As we have 
chosen to remain a presence on this corner, we have cer-
tain financial obligations that come into play; such 
things as administration, maintenance, and utilities.  We 
choose  also to support Worship, Education, Mission, 
Children's Development and Youth and Fine Arts.  Indi-
vidually we could not hope to keep all this activity go-
ing, but together we have done, and continue to do, a 
myriad of tasks.   
 

Not long after the founding of our church, it was agreed 
that an Endowment Fund should be set up to help insure 
future stability.  Now we have several endowments.  
The Crown Heights Christian Church Endowment is the 
largest.  The Jake and Jayne Lindsay Youth Fund, the 
Travel Trust Fund and the Music Endowment Fund are 
the others.  Each of these provide a portion of their inter-
est income to the church for their stated purpose.  In ad-
dition, we have approximately 40 mini-funds called 
Designated Funds, and these consist of "over and above" 
giving or gifts for specified purposes in support of 
church activities.  Designated Funds are not endow-
ments, but are in continual use serving the intended pur-
pose of the donors.   
 
Stewardship opportunities abound, as you can well 
imagine, with reward in heaven and grateful thanks from 
our Congregational Council for this generous support.
