Funds donated wil
go to a program that helps provide safe water in
countries where it is not available. It might be a
good idea to thank God each time you drink water
for having access to clean safe water and to mnay f
all of those who do not.

Enjoy your favorite beverage and donate twice its
cost to this cause. If you are drinking coffedea

or something else at home you can guestimate what
that drink is worth and donate that.

According to Global Ministries, in the Democratic
Republic of Congo it is estimated that only 45 per
cent of the people have access to safe drinking wa-
ter.
