| have been saying 'yes' most of my
life.

'yes.

The first time | thought about the

topic of saying 'yes' was in a Col-

lege Speech class. Professor

Daniel Champion on the first day

of class said, "If you are ever invited to speak in
public, always say yes." So | have been saying 'yes
for many years both as a personal inclination as
well as a learned behavior.

| have said 'yes' to sermons, 'yes' to funera¢s' ‘t0
prayers, and 'yes' to all sorts of opportunities to
speak. | have spoken in congregational settings, be
fore City Councils, State Legislatures, and even
Congress. | have spoken in classrooms and board
rooms, in hospitals, nursing homes, and in prisons.
You name the place and there is a good chance that
Degges has spoken there.

In fact, | not only say 'yes' to speaking engagdsen
but to a whole array of other things as well. A few
years ago | was at a meeting of religious and cerpo
rate leaders at the Hallmark Cable building on Ven-
tura Boulevard in Studio City, California. On the
meeting agenda was the topic of creating a fifteen
minute informational documentary of interfaith co-
operation in the San Fernando Valley. A Hallmark
Executive whom | had known for just a few months
spoke up and said, "I think Ron Degges would be an
ideal choice to produce such a film." My throat
quickly dove to the pits of my stomach. A million
guestions entered my mind, most of them confirming
my inadequacy to even consider doing such a task.
